This policy
shall apply whether or not an actual notice of violation has been issued by the
Department of Growth Management, Office of Codes Enforcement. This supplemental
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fee is intended to cover the additional administrative costs and expenses associated with
the investigation of the existing situation and the determination of any corrective action
required.

4. A separate fee shall be charged for each action requested unless the Director of Growth
Management determines that the requested action is related to another requested action
by the applicant and that the request will require no additional staff time (see Fee Policy
number 5).

5. The Director of Growth Management may reduce a required application fee where they
find: (1) that special circumstances, not under the control of the applicant, justify a
reduction in the fee; and (2) that the actual direct cost to the County for processing the
application will not exceed the actual fee collected.

7. All work performed by Alachua county employees, directly and reasonably attributable to
review of and recommendations relating to a Development of Regional Impact
application, Sector Plan, or amendment to a Development Order shall be paid by the
applicant. Fees will be based upon the hourly rate of pay and benefits of each employee
performing the work multiplied by the number of hours worked, plus 20% indirect cost
based on the hourly rate of the employee. Any other additional direct costs incurred by
the County in connection with the review and processing of a DRI or Sector Plan
application, including but not limited to advertising, public notice, duplication of
materials, telecommunications, and fees for any outside consultants hired by the County
when special expertise beyond County staff is deemed necessary, shall be paid by the
applicant.

8. The applicant for DRIs, Substantial Deviations to DRIs and Sector Plans will be required
to pay an additional deposit, as may be required from time to time, when the review
expenses have exhausted 75% of any paid deposit. Whenever an additional deposit of
fees is required, such deposit shall be, at a minimum, in the amount of 50% of the initial
payment set forth herein. Any auditor fees for the establishment and maintenance of this
account shall be charged to the applicant.

9. Upon conclusion of any staff review of any DRI or sector plan application and other
actions required for presentation to the Board of County Commissioners for final action,
all fees calculated by Alachua County to be due shall be paid in full by the applicant prior
to submission to the Board of County Commissioners for final Board action. All refunds
of excess deposit money, after all charges are paid, shall be refunded after final action by
the Board of County Commissioners.
